Reasons District Formed in 1950s

To provide a reliable drinking water supply for the cities of
Eureka and Arcata

Totry to attract  pulp mills to locate here (vs. elsewhere):
+ provide local economic benefits

+ productively utilize a waste product of the timber
Industry

+ iImprove local air quality (since that waste product
was being burned intee  -pee burners)

The pulp mills were a critical and necessary component T if
they did not locate here - the regional water system would
not be constructed
